KANSAS CITY, MO

Today, in this fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time, our liturgy again shows Jesus speaking at the synagogue at Nazareth. It
is the continuation of last Sunday's Gospel, where Jesus was reading Isaiah's prophecy: «The Spirit of the Lord is upon me. He 5
has anointed me to bring good news to the poor, to proclaim liberty to captives and new sight to the blind; to free the

oppressed and announce the Lord's year of mercy (...)» (Lk 4:18-19). And, when Jesus finishes the reading He avows: «Today

these prophetic words come true even as you listen» (Lk 4:21).

The Gospel points out that they were lost in wonder while his lips spoke of the grace. Jesus was well known by the
assembly —Jesus having spent his infancy and youth in Nazareth— but that did not help their accepting him as a prophet.
Nathanael said in this respect: «Can there any good thing come out of Nazareth?» (Jn 1:46). Jesus reproaches them for their
skepticism, and reminds them that: «No prophet is honored in his own country» (Lk 4:24). And He tells them about Elijoh and

Elisha, who accomplished miracles for foreigners but not for their fellow citizens.

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Queridos amigos en Cristo:

Hoy, en este domingo cuarto del tiempo ordinario, la liturgia continba presentdndonos a Jesus hablando en la

sinagoga de Nazaret. Empalma con el Evangelio del domingo pasado, en el que JesUs leia en la sinagoga la profecia de
Isaias: «El Espiritu del Sefior sobre mi, porque me ha ungido para anunciar a los pobres la Buena Nueva, me ha enviado a
proclamar la liberacién a los cautivos y la vista a los ciegos, para dar la libertad a los oprimidos (...)» (Lc 4,18-19). Jesus, al
acabar la lectura, afirma sin tapujos que esta profecia se cumple en El.

El Evangelio comenta que los de Nazaret se extraiaban que de sus labios salieran aquellas palabras de gracia. El hecho de

que JesUs fuese bien conocido por los nazarenos, ya que habia sido su vecino durante la infancia y juventud, no facilitaba su

predisposiciéon para aceptar que era un profeta. Recordemos la frase de Natanael: «zDe Nazaret puede salir algo

bueno?» (Jn 1,46). Jesus les reprocha su incredulidad, recordando aquello: «Ningin profeta es bien recibido en su patria» (Lc
'u_ 4,24). Y les pone el ejemplo de Elias y de Eliseo, que hicieron milagros para los forasteros, pero no para los conciudadanos.
