Dear friends in Christ, 
 Today, we are given to contemplate the scene of the Canaanite woman: a pagan woman —not an Is-
raeli one— whose daughter was very sick, possessed by the demon, and who had heard of Jesus. She comes to 
meet him and starts crying out: "Have pity on me, Lord, Son of David! My daughter is tormented by a de-
mon" (Mt 15:22). 

Teaching of the Pastor:   The Eucharist according to the Documents of the Church:  
 
Saint Paul: "Therefore whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord unworthily shall be guilty of the 
Body and Blood of the Lord." I Corinthians 11,27. Since apostolic times, Catholics have believed that the Eu-
charist is Jesus Christ truly present among us. He himself said it: "I am the bread of life." (John 6, 35, cf. Mt. 26, 26-28). 
 
There is an indissoluble link between the Eucharistic Christ, the Truths that he revealed and the Church that he established. 
Receiving the Eucharist has always required a commitment to believe and live by that unity. Christ comes in the Eucharist to 
constitute us in his Mystical Body, which is the Church, and thus give us eternal life with Our Father. That is why the Church 
has always required formation in the faith (catechesis), the profession of Faith (creed) and the commitment of life (moral) to 
be admitted to communion. (Catechism of catholic church)
