Dear friends in Christ, Today, in the Gospel, Peter consults Jesus about a very specific topic that remains in 

the hearts of many people: he asks about the limit of forgiveness. The answer is that there is no such limit: "I say 
to you, not seven times but seventy-seven times” (Mt 18:22). To explain this reality, Jesus uses a parable. The 
king's question centers the theme of the parable: “Should you not have had pity on your fellow servant, as I had 
pity on you?” (Mt 18:33). Forgiveness is a gift, a grace that comes from the love and mercy of God. For Jesus, 
forgiveness has no limits, as long as the repentance is sincere and truthful. But it demands opening the heart to 
conversion, that is, acting towards others according to God's criteria.  
 

Teaching of the Pastor:   Why is the Eucharist kept in the tabernacle? 
 
The royal presence endures after the celebration of the Eucharistic liturgy. For this 
That's why there is a tabernacle in churches. Once communion has been distributed, the remaining hosts are placed in the 
tabernacle to provide viaticum to those who come to the Church in its final hour and also, to present a point concentrated 
prayer and worship of Christ in the real presence of him. As time went by, reverent reflection led the Church to enrich its Eu-
charistic devotion of her. Faith that Jesus is truly present in the sacrament led believers to worship the indwelling of Christ in 
us permanently in the sacrament.

 Queridos amigos en Cristo: Hoy, en el Evangelio, Pedro consulta a Jesús sobre un tema muy concre-
to que sigue albergado en el corazón de muchas personas: pregunta por el límite del perdón. La respuesta es 
que no existe dicho límite: «No te digo hasta siete veces, sino hasta setenta veces siete» (Mt 18,22). Para ex-
plicar esta realidad, Jesús emplea una parábola. La pregunta del rey centra el tema de la parábola: «¿No 
debías tú también compadecerte de tu compañero, del mismo modo que yo me compadecí de ti?» (Mt 18,33). 
El perdón es un don, una gracia que procede del amor y la misericordia de Dios. Para Jesús, el perdón no tiene 
límites, siempre y cuando el arrepentimiento sea sincero y veraz. Pero exige abrir el corazón a la conversión, es 
decir, obrar con los demás según los criterios de Dios.  
 

La enseñanza del Párroco,:  ¿Por qué se guarda la Eucaristía en el tabernáculo? 

La presencia real perdura después de la celebración de la liturgia eucarística. Por este motivo hay un tabernáculo en las 

iglesias. Una vez que se ha distribuido la comunión, las hostias restantes se colocan en el tabernáculo para proporcionar 

viáticos a aquellos que acuden a la Iglesia en su hora final y también, para presentar un punto concentrado de oración y 

adoración de Cristo en su presencia real. Con el correr del tiempo, la reflexión reverente llevó a la Iglesia a enriquecer 

su devoción eucarística. La fe en que Jesús está realmente presente en el sacramento llevó a los creyentes a adorar la 

morada de Cristo en nosotros permanentemente en el sacramento.
