Dear friends in Christ, 
 Today, we consider that to see Jesus and follow Him means to have a mature obedience that enables us 
to listen and respond (response-able). And this is possible only in the person who is truly liberated from the 
childish cravings of the ego and passions: “Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, take up his 
cross, and follow me” (Mt 16,24). To hear and respond to God’s call in our daily lives means that we possess the 
ability to forget ourselves and serve others. Only love makes such a risk possible (cf. Heb 5,8-9). 
 

Teaching of the Pastor:   What is the meaning of the Liturgy of the Word in the celebration of the Eucharist? 
The liturgy is divided into two parts, the Liturgy of the Word, and the Liturgy of the Eucharist. On Sundays and 
holidays, there are three readings. The usual distribution is a reading from the Old Testament, a reading from Acts, the Let-
ters, or the Book of Revelation, and a third reading, always taken from one of the four Gospels. In weekday celebrations, 
there are normally two readings. The first is taken from both the Old Testament and the New Testament (outside the gospels) 
and the second reading is from one of the gospels. Saint Justin writes: "the Memories of the Apostles or the writings of the 
prophets are read, as soon as time permits" (1345). Currently, in the instruction for the celebration of the Eucharist, we read: 
"When the Holy Scriptures are read in the Church, it is God himself who speaks to his people, and Christ, present in his 
Word, who announces the Good News" (General Instruction, Second Chapter, 9).

 Queridos amigos en Cristo: Hoy, consideramos que ver a Jesús y seguirle requiere tener una obedi-
encia madura que nos permita escuchar y ser responsables (capaces-de-responder). Y esto sólo es posible en 
las personas que verdaderamente se han liberado de los caprichos infantiles y de las pasiones: «El que quiera 
venirse conmigo que se niegue a sí mismo, que cargue con su cruz y me siga» (Mt 16,24). Escuchar y responder 
a la llamada de Dios en nuestras vidas cotidianas significa ser capaces de olvidarnos de nosotros mismos y de 
servir a los demás. Sólo el amor hace factible este “riesgo” (cf. Heb 5:8-9). .  
 

La enseñanza del Párroco,:  ¿Cuál es el significado de la Liturgia de la Palabra en la celebración de la Eucaristía?  

La liturgia se divide en dos partes, la Liturgia de la Palabra y la Liturgia de la Eucaristía. Los domingos y los días 

festivos, se hacen tres lecturas. La distribución usual es una lectura del Antiguo Testamento, una lectura de los Hechos, las Cartas o 

el Libro de la Revelación y una tercera lectura, siempre tomada de uno de los cuatro evangelios. En las celebraciones de los días de 

semana, normalmente se hacen dos lecturas. La primera se toma tanto del Antiguo Testamento como del Nuevo Testamento (fuera 

de los evangelios) y la segunda lectura es de uno de los evangelios. San Justino escribe: “se leen, en cuanto el tiempo lo permite, los 

Recuerdos de los Apóstoles o los escritos de los profetas” (1345). Actualmente, en la instrucción de la celebración de la Eucaristía, 

leemos: “Cuando se leen en la Iglesia las Sagradas Escrituras es Dios mismo quien habla a su pueblo, y Cristo, presente en su Pala-

bra, quien anuncia la Buena nueva” (Instrucción General, Capítulo Segundo, 9).
