Dear friends in Christ, Today the universal Church begins a new Liturgical Year with the first Sunday of Ad-

vent. This is a time of hope —a time in which the memory of the first coming of the Lord is renewed in our hearts, 
in humility and concealment— and the longing for the return of Christ in glory and majesty is renewed. This Sun-
day of Advent is also deeply marked by a call to vigilance. Thus, Saint Mark includes in Jesus' words the com-
mand to "watch" three times. The third time, he does so with a certain solemnity: "What I say to you, I say to all: 
‘Watch!’” (Mk 13:37). It's not just an ascetic recommendation, but a call to live as children of light and of the 
day.  
 

Teaching of the Pastor: “ADVENT AND THE EUCHARIST” 
 
In this liturgical Advent let us become aware of the importance of the Eucharist as a pledge of our salvation, as company and 
strength in our waiting, as a Lamb who erases our sins so that we can go out to meet him with lit lamps. Let us prepare the 
way for the Lord who comes to save us by celebrating and taking advantage of that same Lord who did not want to ignore his 
people, but, on the contrary, has stayed with us so that, through the Eucharist, we can be present here and now, his salvation, 
announcing his death and resurrection until he returns.
