Dear friends in Christ, Today, in the midst of Advent, we receive an invitation to joy and hope: “Rejoice al-

ways. Pray without ceasing. In all circumstances give thanks, for this is the will of God for you in Christ Je-
sus” (1Thes 5:16-17). The Lord is near: “My daughter, know your heart is Heaven for Me”, Jesus tells Saint 
Faustina Kowalska (and certainly, the Lord would like to repeat this to each of His children). It is a good time to 
think about all that He has done for us and give thanks to Him for it.  
 

Teaching of the Pastor: “Gaudete Sunday” 
 
The name "Gaudete" comes from a Latin word from the Bible. Its name is taken from the entrance antiphon of 
the Mass, which is: "Rejoice in the Lord always. And again I say to you, rejoice! May your gentleness be known to all men. 
The Lord is near." This is a quote from Philippians 4:4-5, and in Latin, the first word of the antiphon is Gaudete, which 
means "rejoice." 
Advent is the season of preparation for the arrival of the Lord, and by the time we reach the Third Sunday of Advent, most of 
the road has already been traveled. Therefore, it is fitting to rejoice as we see the goal of the season approaching: "The Lord 
is near."

La Enseñanza del Párroco: “Domingo Gaudete” 

El nombre "Gaudete" proviene de una palabra en latín de la Biblia. Su nombre se toma de la antífona de entrada de la Misa, 

que es: "Regocíjense en el Señor siempre. Y otra vez les digo, ¡regocíjense! Que la gentileza de ustedes sea conocida por to-

dos los hombres. El Señor está cerca". Esta es una cita de Filipenses 4: 4-5, y en latín, la primera palabra de la antífona es 

Gaudete, que significa "regocija". 

El Adviento es la temporada de preparación para la llegada del Señor, y al llegar al Tercer Domingo de Adviento, la mayor 

parte del camino ya ha sido recorrido. Por lo tanto, es apropiado regocijarse al ver que se acerca la meta de la temporada:
