 SUNDAY : FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT FEBRUARY 18TH, 2024                                           

Dear friends in Christ, Today, the Church celebrates the liturgy of the First Sunday of Lent. The Gospel pre-

sents Jesus preparing for His public life. He goes into the desert where He spends forty days in prayer and pen-
ance. There, He is tempted by Satan. We must prepare ourselves for Easter. Satan is our great enemy. There 
are people who do not believe in him, saying he is a product of our imagination, or that he represents evil in the 
abstract, diluted among people and in the world. Not so! The Holy Scriptures speak of him many times as a spir-
itual and concrete being. He is a fallen angel. Jesus defines him by saying: "He is a liar and the father of 
lies" (Jn 8:44). Saint Peter compares him to a roaring lion:  
 

Teaching of the Pastor: “Pope Francis message for Lent” 
 
"Lent is a season of conversion, a time of freedom" during which Christians seek to rediscover God's call and promise, he 
wrote. "It is time to act, and in Lent, to act also means to pause. To pause in prayer, in order to receive the word of God, to 
pause like the Samaritan in the presence of a wounded brother or sister." Through prayer, almsgiving and fasting, Chris-
tian’s experience "openness and self-emptying, in which we cast out the idols that weigh us down, the attachments that im-
prison us," the pope wrote. Pope Francis invited every Christian community to ask its members to "rethink their lifestyles" 
and to examine their role in society and the contribution they can make to its betterment.
