Dear friends in Christ, Today we contemplate the scene "in which the three Apostles Peter, James and John 

appear entranced by the beauty of the Redeemer" (Saint John Paul II): "He was transfigured before them, and 
His clothes became dazzling white" (Mk 9:2-3). As far as we are concerned, we can draw out a message from 
the words of Saint Paul, when he assures his disciple Timothy that “Christ Jesus destroyed death and brought life 
and immortality to light through the Gospel" (2 Tim 1:10). This is what we contemplate with amazement in this 
episode of the second Sunday of Lent, just like the three beloved Apostles at that time: the Transfiguration.  
 

Teaching of the Pastor: “Fasting during Lent” 
«When you fast do not appear sad» (Mt. 6, 16) 
Christ fasted to give us an example. We fast as a sacrifice offered to God and to gain dominion over the passions and tenden-
cies of the flesh. With fasting we exercise. We remember those who are hungry, and we show solidarity. 
Fasting not only from food and drink, which will also be pleasing to God, since it will help us to temper our body, sometimes 
so capricious and so gifted, and make it strong and thus able to accompany the soul in the fight against the usual enemies:
