complementary perspectives: he who died for us, now lives forever (Resurrection), he who assumed our mortal
life, now lives the life of God with God (Ascension), he who lived by the Spirit of God has poured out his same Spirit on his

disciples...

who continue his work in the world (Pentecost).

Easter is also the time of the Church: the community of disciples of the Risen Lord, moved by the Spirit of God, continues its

work in the world, until he returns.
