Dear friends in Christ, Today, the Gospel invites us to ponder on two irreconcilable enemies: Jesus and the 

evil spirit. The Gospel affirms: The scribes who had come from Jerusalem said, "He is possessed by Beel-
zebul" (Mk 3:22). This verse helps us to understand the concerns of the family members of Jesus who came to 
take him back home. In fact, Jesus is not accused because he broke the Law, or the Jewish customs, or the Sab-
bath. Nor is he accused of blasphemy.

He is called "Evangelical Doctor." He wrote sermons for all the holidays of the year

Saint Anthony, "He was powerful in deeds and words. His body inhabited this earth, but his soul lived in the darling" 
Patron saint of sterile women, poor women, travelers, bricklayers, bakers and stationers. He is invoked for lost objects and to 
ask for a good spouse. His intercession is truly extraordinary.
