Dear friends in Christ, Today, on the Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time, we read in the Gospel that Jesus

Teaching of the Pastor:  Requirements for the common good and social justice

state of mind: "Not only does the democratic state come from evangelical inspiration, but it cannot subsist without it." De-
mocracy must promote the common good and social justice, permanent values for all human beings. 
The democratic system must constantly renew itself to grow with the valuable contributions made by various systems that 
fight for people's freedoms and rights.
