Dear friends in Christ: Today, the Gospel shows how disconcerted Jesus' countrymen were when in his pres-

ence: “Is this not Jesus, the son of Joseph? Do we not know his father and mother? Then how can he say, ‘I have 
come down from heaven’?” (Jn 6:42). The life of Jesus amongst his own people had been so normal that, when 
He began to proclaim the Kingdom, those who knew him were shocked at what He was saying. What Father 
was Jesus referring to, whom nobody had ever seen before?  

 
Teaching of the Pastor, What is to tithe to the church? 

The Catechism’s teaching on the obligation to assist the Church is #2043: The fifth commandment (to assist the 
Church in her needs) points to the obligation to help, each according to his ability, to provide for the material 
needs of the Church (cf. CIC can. 222) (See: The 5 Commandments of the Church). Today the Church maintains the Pauline 
teaching on the obligation of the faithful to contribute generously to the needs of the Church according to their means, but the 
way in which they do so is not defined by law. Some in the Church recommend tithing, as a way of establishing a proportional 
contribution to earnings. But it must be understood according to the evangelical spirit of a heartfelt giving out of love. People 
with resources could give much more, while for a poor person, giving 10% could mean denying his children food.

222) (Ver: los 5 mandamientos de la Iglesia) En la actualidad la Iglesia mantiene la enseñanza 

Paulina sobre la obligación de los fieles de contribuir generosamente con las necesidades de la Iglesia según sus posibilidades, 

pero la manera en que lo hacen no está definida por la ley. Algunos en la Iglesia recomiendan el diezmo, como una forma de 

establecer una contribución proporcional a las ganancias. Pero debes entenderse según el espíritu evangélico de una entrega 

de corazón por amor. Personas con recursos podrían dar mucho más, mientras que, para un pobre, dar el 10% podría sig-

nificar negarles a sus hijos el alimento.
