Dear friends in Christ: Today, the Word of the Lord helps us to discern that over and above our human us-
ages we have to place God's Commandments. In fact, as time goes by, it is easy for us to distort the evangelic
advice and, willingly or not, replace the Commandments or engulf them in a punctilious meticulousness: “And on
coming from the marketplace they do not eat without purifying themselves. And there are many other things
that they have traditionally observed, the purification of cups and jugs and kettles...” (Mk 7:4). This is why
plain people, with their typical common sense, paid little attention to the doctors of the Law or to the Pharisees,
who were putting more emphasis on their human speculations than on God's Word. To the religious hypocrite
Jesus applies Isaiah's prophetic complaint (“Well did Isaiah prophesy about you hypocrites, as it is written: This

people honors me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me”: Mk 7:6).
