Dear friends in Christ: Today, the liturgy takes us to contemplate the healing of a “deaf man who had a 

speech impediment” (Mk 7:32). As in other cases (the Bethsaida and Jerusalem blind men, etc.), the Lord sur-
rounds the miracle with a series of outward motions. In such miracles, the Fathers of the Church see the overem-
phasized harmonic involvement of the Humanity of Christ. An involvement developed in a double way: one, the 
“abasement” and the closeness to us of the Verb incarnated (the touch of his fingers, the depth of his gaze, his 
sweet and intimate voice); on the other hand, the attempt to awaken in the man the confidence, the faith and 
the conversion of his heart.
