Dear friends in Christ: Today, we see how Jesus — who loves us — wants everyone to enter the Kingdom of 

Heaven. Hence, this severe warning to the "rich." They too are called to enter the Kingdom, but their situation 
makes it more challenging to open up to God. Wealth can lead them to believe they have everything; they 
may be tempted to place their security and trust in their own resources and riches, without realizing that trust 
and security must be placed in God. But not just in words: it’s easy to say, "Sacred Heart of Jesus, I trust in 
You," but it’s much harder to live it out. If we are wealthy, when we say this prayer sincerely, we should strive 
to use our riches for the good of others and see ourselves as stewards of the blessings God has given us. I often 
travel on mission trips, and there, amidst the poverty and lack of human security, people realize that life hangs 
by a thread, and their existence is fragile.
