SUNDAY: FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER

MAY 11TH, 2025

The new Bishop of Rome was born on September 14, 1955, in Chicago, Illinois, to Louis Marius
Prevost, of French and Italian descent, and Mildred Martinez, of Spanish descent. He has two brothers, Louis
Martin and John Joseph. He spent his childhood and adolescence with his family and studied first at the Mi-
nor Seminary of the Augustinian Fathers and then at Villanova University in Pennsylvania, where in 1977 he
earned a Degree in Mathematics and also studied Philosophy. On September 1 of the same year, Prevost en-
tered the novitiate of the Order of Saint Augustine (O.S.A.) in Saint Louis, in the Province of Our Lady of

Good Counsel of Chicago, and made his first profession on September 2, 1978. On August 29, 1981, he made his solemn
vows. The future Pontiff received his theological education at the Catholic Theological Union in Chicago. At the age of
27, he was sent by his superiors to Rome to study Canon Law at the Pontifical University of Saint Thomas Aquinas
(Angelicum). In Rome, he was ordained a priest on June 19, 1982, at the Augustinian College of Saint Monica by Arch-
bishop Jean Jadot, then pro-president of the Secretariat for Non-Christians, which later became the Pontifical Council
for Interreligious Dialogue and then the Dicastery for Interreligious Dialogue. Prevost obtained his licentiate in 1984
and the following year, while preparing his doctoral thesis, was sent to the Augustinian mission in Chulucanas, Piura,
Peru (1985—1986). In 1987, he defended his doctoral thesis on "The Role of the Local Prior in the Order of Saint Augus-
tine" and was appointed vocation director and missions director of the Augustinian Province of “Mother of Good Coun-

sel” in Olympia Fields, Illinois.

Primer Papa agustino, es el segundo Pontifice del continente americano, después de Fran-
cisco, pero a diferencia de Bergoglio, el estadounidense Robert Francis Prevost, de 69 anios, es
originario de América del Norte. De hecho, el nuevo obispo de Roma nace el 14 de septiembre de
1955 en Chicago (Illinois - EE. UU.), hijo de Louis Marius Prevost, de ascendencia francesa e ital-
iana, y de Mildred Martinez, de ascendencia esparniola. Tiene dos hermanos, Louis Martin y John
Joseph. Pasa su infancia y adolescencia con su familia y estudia primero en el Seminario Menor de
los Padres Agustinos y después en la Universidad de Villanova, Pennsylvania, donde se licencia en
Matematicas y estudia Filosofia en 1977. El 1 de septiembre de ese mismo ario ingresa en el noviciado de la Or-
den de San Agustin (OSA) de St. Louis, en la provincia de Nuestra Seriora del Buen Consejo de Chicago, y hace
su primera profesion el 2 de septiembre de 1978. El 29 de agosto de 1981 emite los votos solemnes. Recibe su for-
macion en la Catholic Theological Union de Chicago, licenciandose en Teologia. Y a los 27 arios es enviado por
sus superiores a Roma para estudiar Derecho Canonico en la Pontificia Universidad Santo Tomas de Aquino
(Angelicum). En la Urbe es ordenado sacerdote el 19 de junio de 1982 en el Colegio Agustiniano de Santa Moni-
ca por monserior Jean Jadot, pro-presidente del Pontificio Consejo para los No Cristianos, hoy Dicasterio para
el Didalogo Interreligioso. Prevost se licencia en 1984 y al aiio siguiente, mientras prepara su tesis doctoral, es
enviado a la mision agustiniana de Chulucanas, Piura, Peru (1985-1986). Es en 1987 cuando discute su tesis
doctoral sobre «El papel del Prior Local de la Orden de San Agustiny y es nombrado Director de Vocaciones y
Director de Misiones de la Provincia Agustiniana «Madre del Buen Consejo» en Olympia Fields, Illinois (USA).
