Dear friends in Christ  One day, Saint Thérèse of the Child Jesus was offered various gifts to choose from, and she—with great determination, 
despite her young age—said: "I choose all." As an adult, she understood that this choosing all had to be realized in wanting to be love in the Church, 
for a body without love would be meaningless. God is this mystery of love, a concrete, personal love, made flesh in the Son Jesus, who goes so far as 
to give all: He himself, his life, and his deeds are the highest and clearest message from God. It is from this all-encompassing love that "peace" is born. 
This is a yearned-for word today: we want peace, and all we see are alarms and violence. We will only achieve peace if we turn to Jesus, for it is He 
who gives it to us as the fruit of his total love. But He does not give it to us as the world does (cf. Jn 14:27), for the peace of Jesus is not stillness and 
carefreeness, but quite the opposite: solidarity that becomes brotherhood, the ability to look at ourselves and others with new eyes, as the Lord does, 
and thus forgive one another. From this is born a great serenity that allows us to see things as they are, and not as they appear. Following this path 
will lead to happiness.
