What Colors Do We Use for Vestments? 
• Violet (purple) is the main color for Advent. It symbolizes preparation, reflection, and hope. 

• Rose is used on the third Sunday of Advent. 

Gaudete Sunday (Third Sunday of Advent) 
The third Sunday is called Gaudete Sunday, which means “Rejoice!” 
On this Sunday the Church invites us to lift our hearts in joyful expectation, knowing Christmas is near. That is why the priest 
may wear rose-colored vestments, and the rose candle on the Advent wreath is lit.
