Shepherd’s Voice: 
 During Ordinary Time, the Church invites us to walk with Jesus through His public life, His preaching, 
miracles, parables, and encounters with everyday people. This season is called “ordinary” not because it is un-
important, but because it is ordered time: weeks numbered and structured so we can steadily grow as disciples. 
 After celebrating the great mysteries of Christmas and Easter, Ordinary Time helps us see how Jesus 
lived among us day by day. In the Gospel readings, we hear how He taught, healed, forgave, challenged, and called 
others to follow Him. These moments reveal who Jesus is and what the Kingdom of God looks like in daily life. 
 Hearing about Jesus’ public ministry reminds us that faith is not only about holy days and special moments, but 
about how we live every day. Jesus meets people where they are at work, in their homes, in their struggles, and invites 
them to conversion, trust, and love. Ordinary Time helps us reflect on how His words and actions shape our own choices, 
relationships, and responsibilities. 
 As we listen to these Gospel stories, the Church asks us a simple but powerful question: 
How am I responding to Christ in my ordinary life? 
 May this season strengthen our commitment to follow Jesus more closely not just in extraordinary moments, but in 
the ordinary rhythms of our daily lives.

 Después de celebrar los grandes misterios de la Navidad y la Pascua, el Tiempo Ordinario nos ayuda a contem-
plar cómo Jesús vivió entre nosotros día a día. En las lecturas del Evangelio, escuchamos cómo enseñó, sanó, perdonó, cor-
rigió y llamó a otros a seguirlo. Estos momentos nos revelan quién es Jesús y cómo es el Reino de Dios en la vida di-
aria. 
 Escuchar sobre la vida pública de Jesús nos recuerda que la fe no se vive solo en los días grandes o solemnes, 
sino también en lo cotidiano.
