Shepherd’s Voice: 

 Each year, especially during Lent, we hear the Church speak 
about catechumens and candidates as they prepare to receive the sacraments. Who are they, and why 
do they receive the sacraments at the Easter Vigil? 
 A catechumen is a person who has never been baptized and is preparing to receive all three Sac-
raments of Initiation: Baptism, Confirmation, and the Eucharist. Through a period of formation, prayer, and reflec-
tion, catechumens come to know Jesus Christ and discern a life of faith within the Catholic Church. 
 A candidate is someone who has already been baptized in another Christian tradition or baptized Catholic 
but not fully initiated and is preparing to be received into full communion with the Catholic Church. Candidates typi-
cally receive Confirmation and the Eucharist, completing their initiation. 
 Both catechumens and candidates receive the sacraments during the Easter Vigil because this is the most sa-
cred and joyful celebration of the Church year. As the Church gathers in darkness and light, listening to God’s saving 
work throughout history, we rejoice that the same saving grace is still at work today. Through the sacraments received 
at the Easter Vigil, catechumens and candidates are fully united to Christ and His Church. 
 Let us keep them in our prayers as they continue their journey of faith, and may their commitment renew our 
own love for Christ and His Church.

 Un catecúmeno es una persona que nunca ha sido bautizada y se prepara para recibir los tres Sacra-
mentos de Iniciación: Bautismo, Confirmación y Eucaristía.

 Mientras la Iglesia celebra en la oscuridad y la luz, escuchando la historia de la salvación, nos alegramos de que 
la gracia de Dios sigue actuando hoy. Al recibir los sacramentos en la Vigilia Pascual, los catecúmenos y candidatos 
quedan plenamente incorporados a Cristo y a su Iglesia. 
 Oremos por ellos en este tiempo de preparación y que su camino de fe renueve también nuestro propio com-
promiso con Cristo y su Iglesia.
