Shepherd’s Voice: 
 

 As we begin the holy season of Lent, we are invited to a time of prayer, fasting, and 
almsgiving as we prepare for Easter. Lent lasts 40 days (not counting Sundays), beginning 
on Ash Wednesday and continuing until Holy Thursday evening. These forty days recall Jesus’ 
time of fasting in the desert and call us to repentance and renewal. 
 Abstinence means refraining from meat and is required for Catholics age 14 and older on 
Ash Wednesday and all Fridays of Lent. Fasting means eating one full meal and two smaller 
meals that together do not equal a full meal, with no food between meals. Catholics ages 18–59 are 
required to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, unless prevented by health or serious reason. 
 These Lenten practices help us grow closer to Christ through sacrifice and self-discipline, re-
minding us to depend more fully on God and to care for those in need. Please join us for Stations of 
the Cross every Friday of Lent at 7:00 PM, and for our Fish Fry Taco Dinner each Friday from 5:00–
7:00 PM. We look forward to sharing this meaningful season with you.

 Al comenzar el tiempo santo de la Cuaresma, somos llamados a vivir un período de 
oración, ayuno y limosna como preparación para la Pascua. La Cuaresma dura 40 días (sin 
contar los domingos), comienza el Miércoles de Ceniza y continúa hasta la tarde del Jueves 
Santo. Estos cuarenta días recuerdan el tiempo que Jesús pasó en el desierto y nos invitan a la con-
versión y renovación espiritual. 
 La abstinencia significa no comer carne y es obligatoria para los católicos mayores de 14 años el 
Miércoles de Ceniza y todos los viernes de Cuaresma. El ayuno consiste en hacer una comida fuerte al 
día y dos comidas pequeñas que juntas no equivalgan a una comida completa, sin comer entre 
comidas. Están obligados a ayunar los católicos entre 18 y 59 años el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes 
Santo, salvo que exista una razón de salud u otra causa grave. 
 Estas prácticas cuaresmales nos ayudan a acercarnos más a Cristo mediante el sacrificio y la dis-
ciplina espiritual, recordándonos confiar más plenamente en Dios y ayudar a los demás. Los invitamos a 
acompañarnos en el Vía Crucis todos los viernes de Cuaresma a las 7:00 p.m., y a nuestra Cena de Ta-
cos de Pescado cada viernes de 5:00 a 7:00 p.m. Esperamos compartir juntos este tiempo de gracia.
