Shepherd’s Voice: 
 During Lent, the Church calls us to fasting as a way of turning back to God. Catholics ages 18 to 59 
are required to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, taking one full meal and two smaller meals, and 
Catholics 14 and older must abstain from meat on those days and on all Fridays of Lent. Those who are ill 
or have health concerns are excused. Fasting teaches us self-discipline and reminds us that our true hunger is 
for Christ. 
 Prayer draws us closer to the Lord and opens our hearts to conversion. In Lent we are encouraged to deepen 
our prayer through Scripture, the Rosary, daily Mass, Eucharistic Adoration, or the Stations of the Cross. There is no 
age limit for prayer; all are called to grow in it. By setting aside more time for God, we allow Him to renew and 
guide us. 
 Almsgiving expresses our love for neighbor in concrete ways. We give not only money, but also time, kindness, 
and forgiveness. Supporting parish outreach, helping the poor, and serving those in need are all ways to practice 
charity. There is no age requirement for almsgiving, each of us gives according to our ability as we prepare our 
hearts for Easter. 
 Please continue to join us for Stations of the Cross every Friday of Lent at 7:00 PM, and for our Fish Fry Ta-
co Dinner each Friday from 5:00–7:00 PM. We look forward to sharing this meaningful season with you.
