Shepherd’s Voice:

Holy Week is fast approaching, inviting us into the most sacred time of the Church’s year. It is a time
when we walk closely with Christ through His Passion, death, and Resurrection. As Catholics, we are called
to prepare our hearts through prayer, reflection, and a renewed commitment to our faith. This is an oppor-

tunity to slow down, attend the liturgies with devotion, and enter more deeply into the mystery of God'’s love for us.

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday, which commemorates Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem. It contin-
ues through Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and reaches its high point in the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday night.

As we prepare, we are encouraged to make a good confession, spend time in personal and communal pray-
er, and participate fully in the liturgies of the week. Fasting, almsgiving, and acts of charity remain meaningful ways
to unite ourselves with Christ’s sacrifice. Let us enter Holy Week with open hearts, ready to grow in faith and to cele-
brate the joy of the Resurrection with renewed hope.

Please continue to join us for Stations of the Cross every Friday of Lent at 7:00 PM, and for our Fish Fry Ta-
co Dinner each Friday from 5:00-7:00 PM. We look forward to sharing this meaningful season with you.
