Shepherd’s Voice: 
 Palm Sunday marks the beginning of Holy Week and commemorates Jesus’ triumphant entry into Je-
rusalem, when people welcomed Him by waving palm branches and laying them on the road. It invites be-
lievers to reflect on how they receive Christ in their own lives, not just in moments of joy, but also in times of 
challenge. 
Holy Week as a whole is the most sacred time in the Christian calendar because it leads us through the final days of 
Jesus’ life, His suffering, death, and resurrection. It is not only a remembrance of historical events but a deep spiritual 

journey. 
 The celebrations of Thursday, Friday, and Saturday each carry profound meaning. Holy Thursday (Maundy 
Thursday) recalls the Last Supper, where Jesus gave the gift of the Eucharist and showed humility by washing His disci-
ples’ feet. Good Friday is a solemn day remembering Jesus’ suffering and death on the cross, emphasizing sacrifice, 
forgiveness, and redemption. Holy Saturday is a quiet day of waiting and hope, reflecting on the time Jesus lay in the 
tomb, pointing toward the promise of new life. Together, these days reveal the full meaning of Holy Week: love ex-
pressed through sacrifice, and hope fulfilled in the resurrection. 
 Please continue to join us for Stations of the Cross Good Friday at 10:00 AM, at Mount Saint Mary’s Cemetery 
and to all the celebrations of Holy Week.
